Why should you have a consent letter/form? 

· Proves to authorities and foreign officials that a child has consent from his or her parent(s) or guardians(s) to travel.

· Helps to prevent hassles, delays, and cancellations at the border.

· Is ideal for children traveling without parents or guardians, or with only one parent or guardian.

· Can be used by schools, churches, sports teams and other organizations that need a Child Travel Consent form

If you would like a letter drafted by Kevin please provide the following answers to his office.  Please note that Kevin’s office can only assist if he or his office witness the parent/guardian of the minor sign the paper.

1. Full name, date of birth, gender, and primary residence of the minor. 
2. Full name, date of birth, gender, and primary residence of the parents/guardians.

3. Information related to where and when the minor will be travelling.

4. Information related to who the minor will be travelling with.

When coming to the office please bring Proof of identification including Manitoba Health card. 

The above is only a suggested basic letter of consent that Kevin’s office can provide to assist a minor who would be travelling outside Canada.
